The markings on a standard ruler (in inches) divide each inch into 8 or 16 parts. The lines are different lengths to help you identify sixteenths, eighths, quarters, and halves more easily. 
The markings on a metric ruler (in cm) divide each centimeter into 10 parts,
called millimeters. Usually, the 5 mm line is longer so you can more easily 
identify 0.5 cm.
